HATE CRIME REPORTING

DUNDEE PARTNERSHIP FORUM

COMMUNITY CONFERENCE ON ALCOHOL

At the last meeting, it was agreed that Dundee Partnership add a new event, bringing together community representatives from a range of groups across the City to facilitate better partnership engagement.  It is likely that the event will now take place on a Saturday later in October based on the subject of alcohol.  It will consider the forthcoming Focus on Alcohol project, the changes to licensing policy, and the need for local community responses to alcohol misuse.

Stuart Fairweather and Peter Allan will draft an agenda for consideration by August.

A range of potential inputs were discussed, including a recent peer education publication which told the stories of young people and families experiencing alcohol substance misuse.
